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Campus

The university campus is located at the foot of Higashiya-
ma, Kyoto: At the historical campus, there are on-going
improvements to the work environment of students, such
as constructions of new school buildings and facilities.

The house of Mrs. Kazuko Otani (the spouse of the Nishi
Hongwanji Temple's master), who helped establish the
University, was moved to the campus in 1920, and rebuilt
as the University's symbol in 2000.
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The origin of Kyoto Women's University goes back to Kendo Jogakuin established in 1899 by Ms.
Wariko Kai, a young Buddhist, for the objective of women's education based on the spirit of
Buddhism. For over 100 years since then, Kyoto Women's University has contributed to the society as
a pioneer of female education in Japan. Following the end of the World War II, immediately after
college education became accessible for women, Kyoto Women's University opened with the Faculty
of Arts and the Faculty of Home Economics. Subsequent additions include the Faculty of Human
Development and Education, the Faculty for the Study of Contemporary Society and the Faculty of
Law (the first law faculty at a women's university in Japan), meaning the university today consists of 5
faculties and 5 graduate courses. The university has produced a number of talented women actively
working in a diverse range of fields.
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New Library

In place of its existing library with a collection of approxi-
mately 840,000 titles, which is one of the largest
collections held by a Japanese women's university, in 2017
anew library was completed at Kyoto Women's University
as a new "place for learning," providing its students with
an environment that promotes learning and studying.
The new library is located in the center of the campus and
consists of two buildings: "Chie no Kura" (storehouse of
wisdom) with an open space for a collection of approxi-
mately 300,000 titles, and "Koryu no Yuka" (floor of
exchange) which provides facilities such as active learning
commons, media commons and casual study spaces.

Along with the improvements to the campus, a dormitory
renovation program started in 2016, and a new dormitory
was completed in 2017. The campus also has an
International House.

@be able to respond in Japanese to incidents likely to happen in school life or daily life;

@be able to draft consistent statements concerning familiar topics and topics of interest, and
able to give short pre-prepared explanations.

Advanced class

[ Eligibility ] Levels N2 and N1 of JLPT; Level B2 of CEFR

[Objectives]

@be able to understand written and spoken expressions concerning discussions or abstract and
complicated matters;

@be able to naturally and fluently communicate with a person whose mother tongue is Japanese
without making each other nervous;

@be able to draft clear and detailed sentences concerning technical topics, and explain one's own
perspective expressing its merits and demerits.

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Summer Program
Short-term Japanese Language
and Cultural Studies Program
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This program is structured to enable students enrolled in universities etc. affiliated with Kyoto Women's
University to intensively learn basic Japanese in a short period. In addition to the learning of the
Japanese language, lectures on "Kyotology" by various staff at Kyoto Women's University, hands-on
study on the Japanese culture and homestay to experience Japanese home life are also provided.
Outside classes, Kyoto Women's University students as supporters will provide close assistance to
overseas students for their life in Japan. Accommodation during the stay is expected to be at an on-cam-
pus dormitory, either the new dormitory completed in 2017 or another dormitory renovated in 2016.

@ In principle, students of universities affiliated with Kyoto Women's University.

(2 Students who have learned the Japanese language to some extent (excluding
absolute beginners).

(3Students who have attended Japanese language classes in high school or
university, etc. and completed lessons similar to the first half of a textbook for the
beginner class, such as being able to read and write hiragana and katakana.

* Students of universities, etc. other than those affiliated with Kyoto Women's
University may also apply for the Program. However, students of affiliated
universities will be prioritized.

from April 2 (Monday) through April 27 (Friday), 2018

Selection process:
After document screening, results will be notified by the end of May 2018.
Program fees:

70,000 Japanese Yen (including costs of learning materials, costs of Japanese culture

lessons, accommodation expenses, etc.)

* Japanese language lessons are provided at no cost.

* Transportation costs, airfare, expenses for obtaining visa, overseas travel insurance,
meals and other miscellaneous expenses are excluded.

* Each student must obtain overseas travel insurance before arriving in Japan.

* Program fees should be paid by the method and due date as designated by Kyoto
Women'’s University.
